Nation President 
 

Hello, my relatives and my people. This is Jonathan Nez, Navajo Nation President. 

The U.S. Census people count is here again, my relatives. The 2020 Census workers will be leaving the census 
forms at your doorsteps. 

Please! I’m asking you for your appreciated support to fill out these census forms. 

It will make it possible to clearly notice about how many Navajo people are living on the Navajo Reservation. 

From this census count it will make it possible to see how much Federal Budget will be appropriated back 
into the Navajo Nation Capital in Window Rock, Az. 

If we carefully report our Navajo (Dineh) census count, the Federal Government from Washington, D.C. will 
be able to give Navajo Nation increase into our Federal Budget. 

Then, also the Navajo Nation sends their vote for the State Legislature that represents us, speak for us in 
Washington, D.C. These State Legislatures from Phoenix, AZ, Santa Fe, NM, and Salt Lake City, UT speak for 
us, represent us. 

In this way, my relatives, we will make this 2020 Census count our job, my relatives, to fill out the census 
form, to clearly count how many people reside in your household. Then mail it back to U.S. Census. 

Some people have computers, go to 2020census.gov. That’s where you can fill out census form online and 
send back to U.S. Census, my relatives, and my people. 

Also, thank you, if we all help one another, this way the Navajo Nation Census count will be made clear. 

In 2010 Navajo Census counted 300,000 enrolled tribal members. At this present time, 2020 Census, there is 
probably 300, 400, or 500 thousand Navajo Tribal members. 

If we report the Navajo Nation 2020 Census count correctly, we can possibly receive more Federal Funding 
from Washington, D.C., my relatives, my people. 

Also, we need to help our relatives and our people that are working with the U.S. Census, to take care of 
them and help them.
